~ FINDING FUNDING FOR A
___ SALUAGE OPERATION

At this poim, you and vour team have done guite an in-depth study of how to g0 about
salvaging a sunken ship. Knowing fow to do it is important, of course, but getting the
funding to support a salvage operation is just as important.

In this activity, you will work with your group to put together a brief proposal to a
funding agency. A proposal is a clearly written request for money. In it, vou will heed to
explain who vou are, why you want the money. why vou are qualified to receive the
money, how you will spend it, and what vour timeline is. Your funding agency might be a
bank. in which case vou will heed to exelain how the money and the interest on it will be
repaid. If you are asking for money from a foundation, however, you will need to explain
how vour salvage operation will fit their goals for funding. Information will be provided
for what the bank and the foundation both want in a proposal. It is up to vour groue,
working with the help of your teacher. to decide which agency you want to approach to
get the necessary funding for your salvage operation.

Organize these so that they
make sense to you. Before any proposal to a funding agency is planned or begun, the key points
to be addressed have to be carefully thought out. You will find information about these key
points in the funding guidelines provided by the bank or the foundation. Read these over
carefully, and make a list of the sections in the proposal that need to be written.

You will need to present vour eroposal to
the agency in such a way that they can clearly understand why your salvage team should
be given the reauested money. It always helps to have visuval aids when making such a
presentation. You may want to have graphs or charts showing the estimated costs and
rewards of the salvage venture. You may aiso want to have maps available to show that
you are certain that vou know where to locate the shipwreck.

People who have the job of providing funding to other peorle (banks. foundations. etc.)
typically have little time to sit through presentations. They have a great many people all
asking for money, just like you. Make vour presentation short, but captivating!
